Published monthly by the American Geophysical Union, Tectonics 
focuses on the evolution, structure, and deformation of Earth's 
lithosphere. Fellows can now view, download and read all issues 
from 1997 onwards using Athens Log-ins. 
  
Athens Log-ins can also be used to access more than 100 other e-
journals and 20 e-books from leading publishers. Titles recently 
added include Geological Magazine and Journal of palaeontology.
