The Library has recently acquired several maps 

from the Commission for the Geological Map of the 

World including the 1:20,000,000 Structural map 

of the Atlantic Ocean, published in 2012. It comes 

as a large flat sheet along with a small explanatory 

text and shows the Mid-Atlantic ridge and 

associated sea-floor spreading and magnetic 

anomalies.
