Landscapes Below: Mapping and the New Science of Geology explores geological map making in the late
eighteenth and early nineteenth centuries and how new subterranean visions of the British landscape
influenced our understanding of the Earth. Packe's chart is one of the oldest in the Society’s collection and
was ground-breaking for its time - view a copy on our Picture Library.
