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1 OBJECTIVE

To ensure that the Society is referred to by its legal title as and when necessary.
2 SCOPE

This Regulation covers usage of the legal title of the Society.

3 PROCEDURE

The title of the Society is “The Geological Society of London” and this title must be
used in all circumstances other than when Council has approved the use of the
informal title which shall be “The Geological Society”.

Examples of when the title must be used include on all letterheads, cheques,
contracts, invoices, purchase orders, copyright markings, in stating the name of the
Society as publisher, and on any Memorandum of Understanding or similar
Agreement that has a legal or quasi-legal standing.

The title and the Society’s Registered Charity number will be stated.
Council has approved the use of the informal title in the following circumstances:
i. when the correct title of the Society is also being used;

ii. when Council has explicitly approved the use of the informal title on its
own.

Council has approved the use of the acronym “GSL” in referring to the Society.
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
